EUROPE AS A NORMATIVE POWER

This seminar aims at understanding the meaning and the content of EU power on the world arena.
It main hypothesis consist in defining the EU is  a normative power, understood as an actor using and promoting norms in order to defend its owns preferences (interests and values). On this basis, this seminar will try to address three sets of questions: the specificity of a normative power compared to other forms of power, the perimeter and the impact of Europe as a normative power, and the limits met by a normative power in a world dominated by rising global actors (Russia, India, China ) interested less by norms than by power politics.
This seminar is open to students interested in global and European affairs.

Students aiming at pursuing in the future a doctoral program in international

Relations or European Affairs are particularly welcome.

Students are required to read my book, the updated version of La norme sans

la force. L’énigme de la puissance européenne 2008 . Readings are mandatory. At the beginning of the class the professor will ask one or two students to comment on their readings. 
Each student will have to make a presentation .
Grade will be based on presentation (50 %) participation ( 25%) and readings (25%).
